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Sanjo City is famously known around Japan fo ts production of metal-goods. It is located near the middie of
Niigata prefecture with rich green forests to the east that extend o the Fukushima prefectural boundary, from
where the arashi River begins and then crosses the ciy imis. From the north-west, Japar's longest river, e
Shinano River spreads across the area t provide a i farm beltfor peaches, pears, other various fruits and for
the cultvation of rice. In addiion, the Tsubame-Sanjo Station for the Jostsu Shinkansen and the

‘Sanjo-Tsubame Inter-Change for the Hokuriku Expressway lay nearby each other to create a strategic stop for
both industry and traffc and also functions as a good core ity for the middle of the prefecture.
